· PE displays to inspire and motivate pupils. Display area is in a corridor where children can often be seen reminiscing about the activities they see in the pictures.
· Weekly extra-curricular clubs  - Football,  Multi-sports, basketball and netball – 100% of children were offered the opportunity for extra curriculum activities, from reception to yr 6.
· Opportunities provided for intra school competition – Timed runs (10 laps of the playground), Gym, games and athletics competitions within lessons. 100% of children took part in class competitions.
· Resources are kept tidy and replenished. Resources audit completed. 
· Year’s 4 and 5 athletics challenges. Yr 6 sports leaders.
· Staff and student questionnaires prepared.
· Staff have all received training on using the new PE scheme and assessment process – this has made monitoring easier and assisted teachers with report writing.
· Programmes of study for all areas within PE curriculum written, so staff have a clear overview of what is to be covered.
